Required Materials:      

• Paper: Just about any paper will do. Make sure the paper is able to withstand being wet 
and will not warp if wet. LaCarte is not to be used, it cannot take any moisture. Rives, 
Arches Cold Press, UArt Sanded Pastel Paper, or Ampersand Pastelbord are great. These 
surfaces will allow you to rework/reapply pastel in mulFple layers with some of the 
materials we will be using. It also holds up to much of the abuse you will give the 
surface. You can also make your own pastel boards using Masonite or Gatorboard and 
pastel ground by Golden or Clear Gesso by Liquitex. Paper/board sizes: 9x12”, 12x16”, 
16x20”, and 18x24”. 

• Pastels: Bring what you usually work with. Make sure your set has: 
▪ A good range of values – light, medium, and dark 
▪ A good range of neutral colors – warm and cool 
▪ A set of neutrals 

• Gloves, if you use them. I will have some available if you forget.  
• Gray Scale Value Chart, if you have it. I will have some for you to use. 
• Color Wheel. I use two color wheels – standard and color harmony. 
• Sketchbook for thumbnails 
• Drawing tools, including 2B-6B pencils and vine charcoal. I will have these available.  
• Photos or iPad with photos 
• Paper towels, baby wipes, rags 
• Tape, black or neutral.  

 
I will have Rives or UArt Paper available for purchase during the workshop. I will also have clear gesso 
and various tools and materials on hand for you to use.  
 
For ALL classes, remember to bring:      

• Sketchbook and pencil for sketching and notetaking      
• Comfortable shoes and/or a rubber mat for cement studio floors      
• Apron or smock      
• Sweater; studios are air condiFoned
